The Sacred Spectrum: Why Polyamory and LGBTQ+ Solidarity Matter Now
by Rhiannon Zell 

In times of social uncertainty, communities often discover who truly stands beside them. 
Throughout history, LGBTQ+ people, alternative spiritual communities, and those practicing 
consensual nontraditional relationships have repeatedly found themselves facing similar 
patterns of misunderstanding, legal scrutiny, social stigma, and political targeting. While the 
details may differ, the underlying issue remains the same: the fear of people whose lives 
challenge rigid definitions of what society is “supposed” to look like.

This is one of the central ideas behind The Sacred Spectrum — the understanding that 
human identity, love, spirituality, gender, family, and relationship structures exist along a 
broad and beautiful continuum. Diversity is not a flaw in humanity; it is one of humanity’s 
most sacred expressions.

Polyamorous communities and LGBTQ+ communities often overlap, but even when they do 
not, they share common struggles. Both communities wrestle with questions of visibility, 
consent, autonomy, family recognition, and the right to define one’s own relationships. Both 
face stereotypes portraying them as immoral, unstable, dangerous, or threatening to 
“traditional values.” And both understand what it means to carefully assess safety before 
simply being open about who they are.

In today’s political climate, many people are feeling growing anxiety as rhetoric surrounding 
bodily autonomy, sexuality, gender, religion, education, and personal freedoms becomes 
increasingly polarized. Laws and policies affecting one marginalized community rarely stop 
there. History repeatedly shows that once society accepts limiting the freedoms of one 
group, it becomes easier to target the next.

This is why solidarity matters.

Benjamin Franklin’s famous statement during the American Revolution — “If we don’t all 
hang together, we shall surely hang separately” — carries powerful meaning today. 
Communities that isolate themselves often become vulnerable. Communities that build 
alliances become resilient.

For polyamorous people, LGBTQ+ individuals, allies, Pagans, and other nontraditional 
communities, solidarity is not merely political strategy; it is an act of mutual care. It means 
recognizing that another person’s freedom to live authentically strengthens our own freedom 
to do the same. It means understanding that dignity is not a limited resource. Supporting 
one another does not diminish us — it protects all of us.

The Sacred Spectrum invites us to move beyond fear and division toward a vision of 
community rooted in compassion, consent, authenticity, and shared humanity. In a world 
increasingly driven by outrage and separation, choosing connection becomes a sacred act.

The presentation for Live The Dream on June 20, 2026, explores how polyamorous and 
LGBTQ+ communities can support one another, create safer spaces, strengthen alliances, 
and build resilient networks of care during uncertain times. Together, we can help create 
communities where people are not merely tolerated, but genuinely valued for who they truly 
are.
